• 3 compulsory tests 
• 1 complementary test

answers	are	given	for	each	questi	on,	only	one	of	which	is	correct.	The	ques-
ti	ons	are	ordered	by	diffi		culty	going	from	level	A1	to	level	C2	of	the	Common	
European	Framework	of	Reference	for	Languages	(CEFR).
